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What is Carbon Fiber?
Benefits of Carbon Fiber

Carbon Fiber is used in everything from 777 jumbo jets to backpacks these days
thanks to its strength and weight saving properties.

Carbon fiber is a material made from carbon atoms which are bonded together to
form a long chain. The fibers in carbon fiber are engineered to be light as well
as extremely strong and stiff making them an excellent building material. There
are a variety of materials used as building-blocks for carbon fiber including
braids, yams, and weaves. These building blocks are used to create carbon fiber
composite parts.

Carbon fiber is available in a variety of weaves with result in different
properties for the final product. The weaves of carbon fibers provide the
structure to the component like the steel frame in a commercial building. The
carbon fibers are then suspended in a matrix to maintain their shape. The most
common matrix used in carbon fiber is epoxy resin which is a plastic that has
excellent compressive and sheer properties. The epoxy is low density making the
material light, the fibers provide the reinforcement creating the perfect
combination of strength and lightness.

Carbon fiber can be manufactured in a wide range of fabrication processes
including resin transfer, wet-layup, insert molding, vacuum bagging, matched
tooling, pultrusion and many other methods. Additionally, the type of fibers used
and the pattern they are weaved in, can be tailored for specific properties.

Carbon Fiber Manufacturing Process

The process used in making carbon fibers is a combination of mechanical and
chemical. The precursor epoxy resin in drawn into the carbon fibers and then
heated to a very high temperate while preventing the materials from exposure to
oxygen. Keeping oxygen out of the process prevents the fiber from getting burned
while allowing the high temperature to accelerate the atoms in the fiber which
vibrate violently while the non-carbon atoms are expelled. This process 1is
referred to as carbonization, it creates a fiber which is composed of long,
tightly-locked chains of atoms with only a few non-carbon atoms remaining.

Carbon fiber is the perfect material for automotive parts. It provides superior
strength and low weight which is critical for automotive performance.
Additionally, carbon fiber can be shaped to match any contour or shape which
makes it an extremely flexible product for any automotive application. High-end
race cars and supercars use carbon fiber in everything from car bodies to
interior parts like seats and dashboards. The one downside of carbon fiber is the
cost associated with the material and manufacturing process.

Is the carbon fiber integrated into the mold when manufactured or is it wrapped
around the skeleton?

The best carbon fiber products are made from single piece carbon fiber sheets,
they use a clear coat finish which is shiny and durable, and they are built into
the mold rather than wrapped around the skeleton. Clear coat carbon fiber
generally guarantees a shiny, durable, and “wet” look to the part where the gel
coats will be cloudy and look dull. Carbon fiber that is wrapped around a
skeleton is prone to breakage and splits unlike carbon fiber that is integrated
into the mold.

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Aftermarket Car Speakers

Replacing your car speakers is one of the quickest ways to improve the sound
quality in your car. In an effort to keep vehicles affordable for consumers, auto
manufacturers use single driver, paper cone speakers with small magnets that
simply don’t perform for even the most relaxed audiophile. Before you decide on
your new speakers, there are a few things to consider when shopping for car
speakers.

Choose Speakers to Match Your System

The two most important specifications to understand when choosing your new car
speakers are:

Sensitivity

Sensitivity is a measure of how much sound a speaker produces from the power that
is applied to it. If you using a low-powered car stereo (15 watts RMS per channel
or less), similar to most factory speakers installed by the car manufacturer, a
speaker with high sensitivity (over 90dB) is the best match. However, if you have
a high-powered stereo with 16 watts RMS or more, like most aftermarket car
stereos or amplifiers, then a lower sensitivity rating is a better match for your
setup. When properly powered, low sensitivity speakers will provide exceptional
sound quality.

Power-Handling

A power-handling rating indicates how much power (measured in watts) a car
speaker is able to handle. With low-powered stereos, speakers don’t need the
ability to handle a lot of power. However, if you are adding after-market
amplifiers or a higher powered aftermarket head unit, speaker power-handling will
become an important consideration. When adding more power to your car audio
system, you need to match your speakers with the output of your new amplifiers
and head unit.

When evaluating power-handling, the key specification is maximum RMS power
handling, not peak power handling. While peak power handling is a measure of what
a speaker can handle for brief periods of time during high music notes, RMS power
is a measure of how much power a speaker can handle on a continuous basis. If you
need any help calculating the power handling you need, check out our car audio
calculators page.

Speaker Types

Car speakers come in two main flavors: full-range speakers and component



speakers. Here is a brief explanation of the differences in these speaker types:
Full-Range Speakers

A Full-range speaker combines different sizes of drivers into one speaker to
cover a full range of sound. The full-range speaker contains a woofer to handle
the low sounds and a tweeter mounted just above the woofer to produce the high
sounds. Some full-range speakers will include midrange drivers and additional
tweeters to provide a wide range of sounds delivered to the most capable driver.
The audio signals in full-range speakers are controlled by various capacitors and
resistors to send specific sound frequencies to properly sized drivers.

Full range speakers are a good choice when you are looking for the least hassle
for replacing factory speakers. Full-range speakers come in a variety of sizes
and specifications and are generally a direct replacement which reduces labor to
install them. Generally, you can just swap the factory speaker out with the new
speakers and call it a day. As with any audio gear, full-range speakers come in a
variety of materials, build quality, and power handling ability.

Component Speakers

Component speakers are the choice of true audiophiles. They provide superior
speaker design and the best quality of sound. Typically component speakers
separate the tweeters from the woofers and include an external circuit board
crossover system to provide the best frequency filtering available. This provides
superior sound quality by ensuring the best driver for the sound is utilized.

Another benefit of component speakers is they allow you to mount tweeters
separately from the woofers so you can design a system that has ideal acoustical
positioning and imaging. When you position speakers properly in your vehicle,
your music will have a realistic sound that replicates music as the artist
intended. The sound will have greater depth and will provide a “live” sound as if
you were attending a live concert. Additionally, the component speakers are
generally built from higher quality materials than their full-range counterparts
allowing them to deliver exceptional dynamics and detailed sound.

Speaker Materials
Woofer Materials

The best material for the woofer of a component speaker or full-range speaker
should consist of material that is lightweight, yet stiff in order to produce the
low notes of your music. Most car audio manufacturers build their woofer cones
from synthetic fibers such as polypropylene which perform well across a range of
frequencies. If a speaker is made out of polypropylene mixed in with additional
materials like mica, the result is a stiffer woofer which produces a more
accurate bass response. Woven fibers, or synthetic materials coated with metals
such as titanium or aluminum, are lightweight, strong, and provide excellent
response. All of the above materials stand up well to moisture, cold, and heat.

Tweeter Materials

The materials used to manufacturer tweeters has a significant effect on the sound



they produce. Generally, when a tweeter is made of soft materials like silk,
textile, or poly blends, it will produce a mellow, refined sound. If you prefer
high frequencies that are snappy and crisp, then a better material for your
tweeter are hard materials like metal, graphite, or ceramics.

Surround Materials

The materials that surround the woofer of a car speaker perform a critical role.
These materials allow the woofer of a speaker to emit bold bass and move freely.
The material must be able to withstand extreme humidity and temperature. If the
surround material is made of rubber, the speaker will perform at its peak
potential and last the longest. If cloth or foam is used as a speakers surround,
the speaker will still perform well but may not hold up very long.

Additional Speaker Features

There are a few other features when it comes to car speakers that are important
to consider.
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Swiveling and Pivoting Tweeters

If you are replacing factory speakers that are positioned low on your vehicle’s
door, pivoting tweeters or full-range speakers can make a big difference with
your sound. By their nature, tweeters produce directional high-frequencies. This
feature allows pivoting tweeters to be positioned to point toward directly at the
listener for an improved soundstage.

External Crossovers

Component speaker systems generally employ a passive external crossover system
which will achieve a clean separation between the frequencies sent to the tweeter
and woofer. By splitting the frequencies, the tweeters and woofers will not waste
electrical energy attempting to reproduce frequencies they are not intended to
reproduce. As a result, your car audio sound system will produce a more
efficient, and cleaner sound reproduction.

Detachable Tweeters

Some speakers feature detachable tweeters which allow the speaker to be used
either as a component system or a full-range speaker. This is a helpful solution
if you ever want to use the speakers for a different application or in a

different car or truck.

Car Audio Q&A
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If I replace my car stereo, will I lose my steering wheel controls?

Aftermarket car stereo manufacturers often provide a special adapter for steering
wheel control integration on most car models. Typically these special adapters



are an additional add-on to your stereo purchase so it’s important to factor that
into your budget.
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How do I connect my iPhone or MP3 player to my stereo and what’s the difference
between an aux cable vs a USB connector?

Just about every aftermarket car stereo available these days will include some
form of smartphone or MP3 integration. The most common integrations are the
auxiliary plugin, Bluetooth, or USB.

AUX Cable

The auxiliary option is typically a standard 3.5 mm cable that you plug into the
new car audio receiver and your devices headphone jack. This is a basic option
that only provides a sound output through your car speakers without any
additional integration features. The downsides of an aux plugin are they tend to
transmit background and system noise. Additionally, you will have to control the
music from the device itself which is a safety hazard.

Bluetooth

Bluetooth has been growing in popularity as the desired smartphone integration
solution and has almost become standard in almost all OEM and aftermarket stereo
systems. There are several benefits to Bluetooth which include the wireless
nature of the integration, telephone integration allowing you to make and place
phone calls through your car stereo (provided your stereo incorporates this
feature), autoplay features which allow your stereo to automatically start
playing your music when you get in the car, and the elimination of line noise.
The downsides of Bluetooth include lack of playback controls and a loss in audio
quality.

USB

Integrations through USB provide the most features and sound quality of all MP3
car stereo integrations. USB benefits include device charging, enhanced playback
controls, smartphone app integration, and enhanced sound quality. A USB
connection allows you to control the music on your device from your stereo
interface including common music apps like Pandora. It also allows for digital
sound to be transmitted from your device to your stereo rather than the analog
signals provided by the AUX cable. The downside of a USB integration is it
requires your phone to be physically connected to your stereo through a cable.
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How much power do factory car stereo systems have?

Factory stereo power ratings vary widely and depend on a range of factors. If
your car comes with a premium car stereo package, you most likely have some form
of external OEM amplifier in your vehicle. Aftermarket car stereos, without a
doubt, provide more power than the majority of factory car audio systems.

One factor to keep in mind while comparing care stereo specifications is a
typical 100-watt factory car stereo system described by your car dealer most
likely consists of 4 channels of 25-watt peak power. This translates roughly to



10 watts RMS (continuous) power per speaker. While not bad for a factory system,
this is a far cry from even the lowest budget aftermarket car stereo’s on the
market.

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How much power should I be looking for in an aftermarket car stereo in order to
get optimum sound and performance from my car audio system?

While there are no magic formulas for calculating your optimum stereo wattage,
the general rule is to match your power output with your speakers recommended
wattage. If you put too much wattage to your speakers, the speakers will distort.
Additionally, pushing more power to your speakers than they can handle is the
quickest way to ruin your speakers rendering your new investment worthless. On
the flip side, if you underpower your speakers, you’ll be leaving audio
performance on the table and the speakers won’t provide the richness and depth of
sound you’re looking for.

Before making a final decision on your car audio power needs, there are a few
items to consider:

How efficient are your speakers? The speakers you choose have a direct influence
on the overall power throughout your system. If your plan is to power your
speakers only with your stereo head unit, power efficient speakers that have a
sensitivity of 90 dB or high will provide you more performance for your money. If
however, you plan to install high-performance component style speakers, your best
option would be to invest in an external amplifier to power your speakers.

Do you plan to add a subwoofer to your car stereo system? Subwoofers require a
substantial amount of power in order to reproduce low tones at reasonable
volumes. Therefore it is always best to include an external subwoofer amplifier
to power your subwoofers. You can either power your subwoofer with a dedicated
amp that incorporates high-frequency audio filtering designed specifically for
subwoofers, or you can get a full range amplifier to power your entire system.Due
to the fact that subwoofers require substantially more power to perform
optimally, you should plan to provide the same amount of power to your subwoofer
as your other speakers at a minimum. For example, if your car stereo provides 80
watts of power to your speakers (4 x 20watts), then plan on providing at least 80
watts of additional power to your subwoofer.

Another factor to consider is how good your stereo wiring is. Electrical
connections are only as good as their weakest link. If you have old, spotty
wiring, you run the risk of shorts, frequency and power loss, and high resistance
to your power and speaker wiring that reduces the amount of power your speakers
actually receive from the stereo head unit and amplifiers. If you have an older
vehicle or plan to install a high capacity audio system, you should consider
factoring in running new larger gauge wiring to your components into your budget.
A final important consideration is your vehicle’s environment and how you plan to
use your car stereo system. If your vehicle is a lower model or sports car, car
manufacturers often use little to no sound dampening materials which result in
more road noise and potential sound loss. In this case, you’ll want to provide a
little more juice to your car stereo system to offset any sound loss and overcome
road noise. If however, you drive a luxury vehicle that incorporates more sound
dampening material, you won’t need to provide as much power to get the same sound



volume and quality.Speaker location, road/car noise, dampening materials, and
personal tastes are all factors to take into consideration when deciding the
amount of power to incorporate into your car audio build. If you need help
calculating the wattage for your stereo, check out our car audio calculator page.
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My car has a large factory radio, why can’t I replace it with an over sized
aftermarket stereo?

Large car stereo head units come in two different sizes. One size is 3” tall (or
DIN-and-a-half) which are commonly found in GM and Chrysler vehicles. The other
is 4” tall (or double-DIN) which are found in most other cars and trucks.

If your vehicle’s dash opening is different by even a slight fraction of an inch
from standard oversize openings, you won’t be able to install an oversized
aftermarket stereo without modifying your dash. As an example, most Fords appear
as if they can accept a double-DIN radio without issue, however, in reality, the
dash opening is too small.
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What are preamp or RCA outputs?

A preamp output often referred to the brand name RCA, is a preamplified audio
signal output which allows you to connect one or more external car audio
amplifiers. These cables provide low distortion audio signals for amplifiers and
are commonly used to provide the audio signal for subwoofer amps. The subwoofer
preamp output is important to your car stereo because it provides your system
with cleaner low frequencies as opposed to standard line level stereo outputs.
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What’s the difference between RMS power and peak power?

When car audio manufacturers display peak power in their advertising they are
referring to the amount of power that a car speaker can handle during a brief
musical burst. RMS power handling, on the other hand, is a much more reliable
rating to use when determining the speaker’s power requirements and capacity.
Power for speakers is measured in watts. A watt is a unit of electrical power
that equals one-volt times one amp and signifies energy consumed by the device.
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What does a car speakers sensitivity rating signify?

The sensitivity rating also referred to as an efficiency rating, is used to rate
the effectiveness of a car speakers ability to convert power into audio sound.
The higher the sensitivity rating, the more efficient a car or truck speaker is
and converting energy into sound. As a result, a higher efficiency rating means a
louder speaker at the same power input. The more efficient a speaker or subwoofer
is, the more power you need from your amplifier.

Efficient speakers and subwoofers help you to maximize your power capacity. Most
sensitivity ratings measure a speaker’s output with one watt of input that is one
meter from the driver. Some sensitivity ratings of a speaker are measures using
2.83 volts of input rather than one watt.

Efficiency is not an accurate indicator of a speaker or subwoofer’s output



capability. Efficiency should not be used to compare other speakers and
subwoofers to determine which is louder than the other.

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What is car amplifier clipping?

Amplifier clipping is when the amplifier produces distortion in the sound it
produces due to a lack of sufficient power. When a car amplifier is pushed beyond
its max power handling capability, the amplifier will produce square sound waves
which in turn produces in distortion. In some cases, prolonged car amp clipping
can result in a fried amplifier.
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What is car audio sound dampening material?

Sound dampening material, commonly referred to by the brand name Dynamat, is a
specially engineered material that can be placed on car panels, behind car
speakers, in trunks, and car floors to help reduce road noise and panel
vibrations. Auto manufacturers use sound dampening material to improve the ride
quality of your vehicle and cut engine noise down in the cab. Luxury cars will
often use thicker sound dampening in more places to provide a quiet, luxury ride.

We are strong advocates of sound dampening materials at Apex Customs Phoenix.
When you’re making an investment in quality audio gear, adding even a small
amount of sound dampening material to your installation can result in a
significant improvement in the sound quality produced by your new gear.
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Do I have to replace my factory radio to improve the sound quality of my car
stereo?

The short answer is no. There are a wide variety of options to improve the
quality of your car audio sound. You can swap out factory speakers, add external
amplifiers or add sound dampening material to provide real improvements to the
quality of your stereo. In some instances simply adding new sources like iPhone
inputs or bluetooth can provide all the improvements you need.

When interfacing with a factory car stereo, it is critical that it is done

properly. Today’s modern stereo head units provide a significant amount of

integrated features with your vehicle. If aftermarket stereo parts are not

integrated properly, you can cause significant damage to your cars computer
system.

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What is Paint Protection Film?

Paint Protection Film (PPF), also commonly referred to under the brand name Clear
Bra, is applied to the painted surfaces of a vehicle to protect the paint from
minor abrasions, stone chips, and bug splatters. Manufactured out of a
thermoplastic urethane film, paint protection film has a variety of additional
applications beyond cars, trucks, and SUVS such as motorcycles, electronics, cell
phones, RVS, and airplanes.

Clear Bra is OEM approved by virtually every car manufacturer. Installed on



different components of cars and trucks from the factory, paint protection film
is typically installed by certified professionals due to the challenging nature
of the installation. The primary function of Clear Bra is to protect a vehicle
from the elements and potential damage from road debris such as rock chips, paint
scuffs and scratches and even vandalism.

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Can I use a pressure washer on paint protection film? If so, how long should I
wait after the installation before using a pressure washer?

Yes, you can use a pressure washer on Clear Bra film. It’s best to wait at least
48 hours after installation before using a pressure washer on paint protection
film. If you do decide to use a pressure washer, you should avoid the edges of
the protection film as the water pressure could cause the edges to lift and ruin
the adhesive. We do not recommend using automatic car washes, especially the ones
that utilize brushes to clean the car.
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Can I use quick detailer products or detail sprays on paint protection film?

Most car wash, wax, and detail sprays are safe to use on Clear Bra film. We do
recommend that you avoid any products that contain high amounts of petroleum
distillates such as kerosene or naphtha. A high-quality detail spray is a great



option for cleaning paint protection films.
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What is the expected lifespan of paint protection films?

The premium versions of paint protection films offered by 3M, Suntek, and Xpel
can last up to 10 years. They are warrantied against yellowing, delaminating,
staining, cracking, bubbling, and peeling for this time period. Typically we
advise that an average paint protection film will last between 4 to 7 years in
the Phoenix Arizona climate.

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Engine Tuning Service

Engine tuning is one of the most important upgrades you can perform when you're
looking to improve the performance of your vehicle. When car manufacturers
develop the engine parameters used by the computer to control the fuel, air, and
exhaust timing of your vehicle, they limited by regulations that require them to
stay within specific limits. Additionally, they program their engine control
models with the understanding that the vehicle will be operating in a wide range
of climates, driving habits, and driver preferences. As a result, there is often
a significant amount of potential engine performance that is left on the table.
An engine control module tune will help you unleash that additional horsepower



and torque.

Another factor that makes an engine tune an important upgrade to include in your
performance upgrade package is, engines are finely tuned by the manufacturer to
exact specifications of the parts installed when the car is assembled. Any time
you swap out or change factory parts to aftermarket performance parts, it's
critical that you update the parameters the engine's computer uses to calculate
air/fuel ratios and ignition timing. If you don't tune your vehicle after
swapping out factory parts for performance parts, you not only leave potential
power on the table and ruin your fuel mileage, you risk serious irreversible
damage to your engine.

The engine control module also referred to as the ECM or ECU, is responsible for
calculating the amount of fuel to squirt into the piston chamber to produce the
ideal combustion required for a motor to produce power. In addition to fuel
calculations, the ECU controls the timing of the ignition spark produced by the
spark plugs to ignite the air/fuel mixture in the combustion chamber. In order to
make these calculations, the ECM relies on a series of mathematical tables
combined with data feedback it receives from the oxygen sensors which measure the
motors exhaust from the combustion process and mass air flow sensors which
measure the amount of air that comes into the motor through the intake system.

When you modify parts like the intake system with a cold air intake, the exhaust
with a header system or performance exhaust, or add a forced air induction system
like a supercharger, the data stored in the mathematical tables of the ECU are no
longer accurate. This confuses the engine control module as it expects to read
certain fuel richness from the oxygen sensors in the exhaust based on it's
anticipated calculations. When the engine control module see's inaccurate reads,
it will compensate by using more or less fuel than is necessary which results in
rich and lean scenarios which will damage parts like your catalytic converter,
pistons, and engine block and as results in an underperforming engine that wastes
fuel and reduces power.
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Cold Air Intake Installation

A cold air intake is an aftermarket performance upgrade you can install on your
car, truck, or SUV to increase the horsepower and torque of your motor. Short Ram
Intake, Mega Ram Intake, Cool Air Intake, Cold Air Intake, Aftermarket Intake,
CAI, and cone intake are some of the common terms used for this engine
performance modification, but they all come down to the same basic idea: Remove
your overly restrictive stock (factory) air box and filter and replace it with an
aftermarket system.

A motor produces power by taking air (oxygen), mixing it with a combustible fuel,
and introducing an ignition spark to produce power. By increasing the amount of
air flow into your motor, you can correspondingly increase the power output by
the combustion process. Adding additional fuel to the combustion process is easy,
all you have to do is install larger injectors and/or change the programming of
your vehicles ECU. Increasing air flow in your motor is more challenging which is
where a cold air intake comes into play.
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A cold air intake system increases airflow into your motor by dropping the
temperature of the air sucked into the motor. Colder air, is denser air which
results in more oxygen within a smaller volume of air. More oxygen in the
combustion process means more power. Another benefit of cold air intakes comes
from the reduction in air flow resistance. Cold air intake manufacturers have
gone to great lengths to remove any restrictions to airflow throughout the intake
piping. The interior of the piping in a cold air system has been polished and
ever turn in the piping has been tuned to reduce air flow resistance. Cold air
intakes also decrease air turbulence within the piping which also improves
airflow and volume into the combustion chamber.

The most common strategies aftermarket cold air intake manufacturers utilize to
improve air flow through a CAI are: increasing the diameter of the air intake
filter and piping, smoothing the interior of the intake to reduce air resistance,
providing a more direct route from the air source to the engines intake manifold,
using a more efficient and less restrictive air filter, and tuning the length and
curves in the intake piping to provide maximum airflow at certain engine speeds.

When it comes to increasing airflow into a motor to improve performance, there
are many options. Superchargers, turbochargers, and cold air intakes all increase
airflow resulting in increased horsepower and torque. Of these options, a cold
air intake is an easy and affordable solution to implement without overly
impacting your fuel consumption. CAI’s are a cheap alternative for improved
performance when you have the money or time to invest in a major engine
modification like a turbo-charger. They are also a critical component to support
other modifications such as a turbocharger, supercharger, and performance exhaust
system. If you plan on doing a larger upgrade, a cold air intake is a great
modification to start with now that will also support your larger engine
performance modifications later.

Supercharger Upgrades
What is a supercharger?

Starting from the early days of Henry ford and his motorized horse carriage,
automotive enthusiasts, engineers, and speed junkies have been searching for ways
to increase the power output of the internal combustion motor. The first attempts
at increasing power was to simply place a larger engine in the vehicle. However
larger engines aren’t always practical, they typically cost more to build and
maintain, weigh more, and are difficult to fit into the engine bay of a vehicle.



Thankfully there is a better way to add power to your engine that will not only
add ponies and rubber melting torque, but will improve the efficiency and provide
you instant on power. You can accomplish more power by simply forcing more air
into the combustion chamber which when supplemented with a little more fuel, is a
recipe for the neck snapping power you’ve been dreaming of.

Forced induction is without a doubt the best way to improve the horsepower and
torque of your car, truck, or SUV. Forced air literally supercharges engine
performance by compressing the air flowing into your motor resulting in dense,
oxygen rich air in the air/fuel ratio. This allows the motor to burn more fuel
and due more work, which results in increased horsepower and torque.

There are two types of forced induction upgrades that can add boost to your motor
to increase power. The first is a turbo charger which utilizes a turbine spun by
the exhaust gas from the combustion process to compress the incoming air. The
second forced air induction upgrade is a supercharger which is driven
mechanically by a belt, gear, shaft, or chain which is connected to the engine’s
crankshaft. As the crankshaft turns on a motor, the mechanical connection to the
supercharger in turn turns a series of screws in the supercharger which compress
the air that is sucked in through the induction system.

How does a SuperCharger work?

The typical four-stroke motor dedicates one stroke to the process of air intake.
As the piston moves down in the combustion chamber, a vacuum is created which
sucks air into the chamber at atmospheric pressure. Once the air is drawn into
the motor, it is combined with fuel to form a charge which is a packet of
potential energy which can be transformed into useful kinetic energy through the
chemical reaction known as combustion. A spark plug is used to “spark” or
initiate the combustion process which is essentially a chemical reaction. As the
fuel is oxidized in the process, a good amount of energy is released which in
turn drives the piston down and creates a reciprocating motion on the crankshaft
which is eventually transferred to the wheels.

In order to boost the performance of your engine, you essentially need to create
a more powerful explosion in the combustion changer. Unfortunately, you can’t
just add more fuel to the combustion mixture for a more powerful explosion, you
need more oxygen to go along with it. Combustion requires a 14 part to one part
fuel mixture which means you need a larger volume of oxygen in your mixture to
create a more powerful explosion. The bottom line for an engine performance
upgrade is you need more air for more power.

Enter the supercharger. A supercharger will increase the oxygen levels in your
engines combustion chamber by compress the air drawn in through the intake system
to above atmospheric pressure without creating a vacuum. By compressing the air,
the supercharger is providing a “boost” through the use of addition air and fuel
added to the combustion charge. On average, a supercharger will add an average of
45% more horsepower and 30% more torque to your car, truck, or SUV.

Superchargers, unlike turbocharger, utilize the mechanical power created by the
crankshaft to drive the air compression screws. Connected to the crankshaft
through an accessory belt or chain, the supercharger contains an internal



compression gear with rotors to compress air into a smaller space before
discharging it into the engine’s intake manifold. The benefits of a supercharger
over a turbo charger is it’s instant power characteristics. Because the
compression blades are connected to the crankshaft, the second a combustion takes
place, the screws of the supercharger are turned. A turbocharger in contrast
relies on the exhaust gases exiting the combustion chamber to spin the internal
compressor which results in a delay before the compressed air enters the
combustion chamber. This is often referred to as “turbo lag”.

To pressurize incoming air properly, a supercharger compressor screw must spin
more rapidly than the engine itself. This is accomplished by utilizing larger
drive gears than the compressor gear which allows superchargers to spin at speeds
as high as 50,000 to 65,000 (RPM). A supercharger compressor that spins at 50,000
RPM translates to a boost of approx. six to nine pounds per square inch.
Atmospheric pressure at sea level is 14.7 psi, therefore the typical boost
created by a supercharger equates to approx. 50% more into to the engine.

When a supercharger compresses the intake air coming into the motor, the air gets
hotter causing it to lose its density. Lack of density results in less expansion
during the ignition. In order for a supercharger to work at peak efficiency, the
compressed air created by the supercharger needs to be cooled. Air cooling in a
supercharger is accomplished through the use of an intercooler. An intercooler
comes in two basic designs, air to water intercoolers and air to air
intercoolers. Both intercooler designs work exactly like the radiator in a car
where cool air or water is sent through a series of pipes and tubes to cool the
air. As the hot, compressed air exits the supercharger and encounters the cooler
pipes, it cools down resulting in increased air density before entering the
combustion chamber.

Performance Exhaust Installation

Considering a performance exhaust system? Most car, truck, and SUV manufacturers
leave a good amount of room for improvement when it comes to horsepower and
torque. Vehicle manufacturers are subject to laws and regulations that require
the cars, trucks, and SUVs they manufacture are compliant in every market they
are sold in. Additionally, manufacturers have to factor in production costs that
could drive up the sticker price of a new car and they need to design cars which
are attractive to all potential customers. With some minor modifications to your
stock vehicle parts you can boost engine performance gaining valuable horsepower
and torque.

An aftermarket performance exhaust system is one of the first upgrades car
enthusiasts turn to in order to free up some of the power in your motor. A
performance exhaust will provide a fast and more efficient path for the exhaust
gases to escape your engine. When you motor can breathe better, the engine
control module is able to push more fuel and air into the combustion chamber
which results in more power and responsiveness when you hit the gas pedal.

When considering an aftermarket performance exhaust system, one key feature to



look for is mandrel bent tubing. There are two primary methods used when bending
exhaust piping to fit your vehicle. The most common method used due to its lower
costs is the “crush-bend” technique. The problem with this method is it creates
crinkled areas in the pipe which not only decrease the diameter of the pipe but
also produce possible restrictions in exhaust flow. This increases back pressure
in the exhaust system which results in a reduction in power and fuel mileage. The
second and more expensive method for bending exhaust piping to fit a vehicle is
called “mandrel bending”. Mandrel bends are smooth so the pipe remains a
consistent diameter throughout the exhaust system. Additionally, mandrel bent
tubing eliminates potential exhaust flow restrictions from kinks and ripples in
the piping.

Types of Aftermarket Exhaust Systems:

Axle-Back: Replaces the exhaust system from the rear axle to the muffler and has
the least effect on performance and fuel economy.

Cat-Back: A cat-back exhaust system replaces the stock exhaust system from the
catalytic converter back to the muffler, and has a moderate effect on fuel
economy and engine performance.

Header-Back: A header-back exhaust replacement completely removes your stock
components and replaces them with aftermarket options. This has the greatest
impact on performance and fuel economy.

Benefits of a Performance Exhaust
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Increased Engine Power

The most popular reason car enthusiasts choose to invest in an aftermarket
exhaust system is the increase in horsepower and torque it will provide. While a
performance muffler exhaust system won’t deliver the same kind of power gains
you’ll enjoy from a supercharger or turbocharger, it does have the potential to
add several horsepower to you motor by reducing back pressure. While some back
pressure in the exhaust system is necessary, too much can stifle the
breathability of your engine which results in reduced performance. Typically, you
can expect about a 10% increase in torque and horsepower from a performance
exhaust installation.

Performance Sound

The second most popular reason car enthusiasts consider an aftermarket exhaust
upgrade is the sweet sweet exhaust notes produced by a properly tuned exhaust. An
aftermarket exhaust can vastly improve the sound and tone of your engine. Vehicle
manufacturers go to great lengths to reduce the sound of a car, truck, or SUVs
engine because the majority of car buyers prefer a quiet vehicle. Performance
exhaust manufacturers on the other hand, take the opposite approach, they
engineer their systems to let your motor purr as it was intended to. There’s
something about being able to hear and feel the rumble of your motor than sends
shivers of delight up the back of a true car enthusiasts.
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Increased Fuel Economy

One of the last things you may be factoring into your performance exhaust buying
decision is increased fuel economy. While it may seem counter intuitive,
aftermarket exhaust systems do have an impact on the amount of fuel your engine
will consume. While not huge, you can expect to enjoy a boost in fuel economy
with your aftermarket exhaust system thanks to the reduction in back pressure in
the exhaust system that helps your engine perform more efficiently. If you’re
just going with an axle-back exhaust or muffler replacement, you won’t remove
enough restriction to see much of a boost. However, a cat-back or full exhaust
and header replacement will certainly boost your miles per gallon of fuel.
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Engine Performance Q&A
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Can a cold air intake give my engine too much air flow?

No, a motor can only draw in the volume of air that is allowed by the motors
stroke, bore, and number of cylinders. A performance intake system and air filter
is not capable of increasing the volume of air the engine takes in, it can only
change the density and velocity of the air flowing into the engine.
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Does higher filtration mean a better performing intake system?

While 99% filtration efficiency is a very good achievement, air filter efficiency
is just one measure of filter performance. There are several measures that you
need to consider when evaluating a performance intake system including
restriction, service life, and capacity. These addition measure factor in the
velocity capacity of air flow, how much dirt an air filter can hold, and the life
of an air filtration system. When a performance air filtration manufacturer
claims their filters consistently achieve 99% filtration efficiency, it typically
means they are sacrificing other performance characteristics to achieve that
filtration rating. Generally a filter which achieves 99% filtration is
sacrificing air flow capacity and velocity resulting in restrictive properties
that limit your engine's performance capabilities.

How will a cold air intake system impact my vehicle’s fuel economy?

Because performance cold air intake systems allow the engine to breathe better
and reduce the heat in the air flowing into the motor resulting in more oxygen
density, cold air intake systems generally improve gas mileage. Keep in mind that
there are several other factors to consider including other performance parts
such as a supercharger that you have installed on your vehicle. If you’re aim is
to boost engine power, you’re typically looking to burn more fuel in exchange for
more horsepower and torque. As a result, your gas mileage will go down. However,
if you only install a cold air intake system on a stock car, truck, or SUV, you
can generally expect to get more miles out of every gallon of gas.

How often will I need to clean and re-oil my performance air filter?

Maintaining your performance air filter is one of the most important tasks
required for not only extending the 1life of your performance intake investment, a
dirty filter will impact engine power and fuel mileage. When your air filter is
dirty, it will restrict the airflow into your motor and degrade the life of the
air filter. Driving conditions play a key factor in how often you will need to
maintain your filter. Most manufacturers recommend you clean and inspect your air
filter at least every 25,000 miles, however, if you’re driving in terrain that
has a lot of dust and dirt contaminants, you should inspect your filter more
frequently.

Remember to use manufacturer approved air filter cleaning kits. Most aftermarket
performance air filter manufacturers sell a cleaning kit that will include the
0il which is specifically designed to match the materials used in the air filter.

Will a performance exhaust system give me better gas mileage?

Yes, a more efficient motor uses less fuel which in turn will improve your miles
per gallon under normal cruising conditions. When an exhaust system incorporates
proper diameter, mandrel bent exhaust tubing with a flow through design, the
exhaust gases from the combustion process will exit faster with a higher
temperature than factory exhaust systems. As a result, you will enjoy a boost in
horsepower when you plant your foot and better gas mileage when you’re cruising
on a road trip. The larger the vehicle, the bigger the engine, the higher the
load, which results in greater savings in fuel consumption.
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Why do some performance exhaust systems cost more than others?

The cost of a performance exhaust system is highly dependent on the metals used
in the exhaust manufacturing process. The most commonly used metals in cheaper
exhaust systems are rust prone mild steel, aluminized steel, or inferior
400-series stainless steel. While this results in cost savings up front, these
metals result in a low-quality product that will rust away or fall apart when
exposed to the harsh elements of the road.

High quality performance exhaust manufacturers, like BORLA, only use authentic
stainless steel which not only costs more foot, but also require higher
manufacturing costs. The process of cutting, bending, and hand welding genuine
stainless steel requires expensive special equipment. In addition, the highest
performing exhaust systems require substantial investments in research and
development to engineer products that will consistently perform better and last
longer.

How does a performance exhaust system impact sound and performance?



Aftermarket performance exhaust systems incorporate a straight-through design
which increases exhaust gas velocity and allows air to run through the engine
uninterrupted. The process removes exhaust flow restrictions so the cylinders can
evacuate faster which allows incoming oxygen flow to enter the cylinder faster
thereby producing more power. The result of this entire process, paired with
modifications to the design and sound dampening materials used in the muffler,
products an enhanced exhaust tone which gives you the performance automotive
sounds car enthusiasts love.
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How much horsepower can I expect to gain with a performance exhaust system?

A motor is an air pump, performance exhaust systems allow an engine to pump and
flow more uninterrupted air through the system. The result of more free flowing
air is the potential for more horsepower and torque. The actual horsepower gains
will depend on your fuel system’s ability to provide enough fuel to match the
additional air flowing through your engine. Typically, you can expect 5 to 15%
more horsepower out of a performance exhaust system. To get the most out of your
aftermarket exhaust system, you should match your performance exhaust system with
a cold air intake and engine tune.
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Is a bigger pipe and muffler better for performance?

No. Just throwing a larger exhaust pipe and muffler on your vehicle will not
result in horsepower gains. In order for a performance exhaust system to boost
car, truck, or SUV performance, there has to be a balance to the design. If the
exhaust pipe is too large, the velocity of the exhaust gas exiting the motor will
be reduced which will rob the exhaust system of its thermal efficiency. Exhaust
manufacturers often disprove the racer mentality that larger is better during the
research and development. Issues like volume versus velocity have a significant
impact on exhaust performance.

What’s the difference between a factory Stainless Steel exhaust and a performance
aftermarket exhaust?

The biggest difference between a factory Stainless Steel exhaust and an
aftermarket exhaust system is the materials used. Most car manufacturers us a low
grade, 400 series Stainless Steel in their factory exhaust system. While 400
series Stainless is a big improvement over the rust prone steel systems, however
ferritic Stainless Steel is magnetic and still prone to degradation in the road
elements. The Austenitic stainless steel used in higher grade performance exhaust
systems exhibits a higher hardness, yield strength and ductility which makes it
much more resistant to corrosion.
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Is an “X” pipe design better than an “H” pipe?

Aftermarket exhaust manufactures have conducted extensive testing on various
exhaust system designs and they have determined there are no significant
performance difference between an X vs an H pipe design. There is however a
noticeable difference in exhaust tones between the two designs. An X pipe will
change the exhaust sound to a higher pitched exhaust tone.
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If I install an aftermarket engine tune with a handheld tuner, will my vehicle
dealer know the vehicle has been tuned?

All handheld engine tuning manufacturers recommend returning your engine
programming back to stock tune before taking your car, truck, or SUV into a
factory dealership for service. One of the benefits of a handheld tuner is it’s
easy to save several different tunes to the programmer so it’s easy to change
your tune with a few clicks of a button. Also, most handheld tuners will not
leave ghost data or a data footprint on the vehicle, so once the vehicles ECU is
changed back to the factory the dealership will have no way to determine changes
were ever applied to the ECM.
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When considering a supercharger, what is the benefit of a centrifugal vs roots or
screw-type supercharger?

There are many technical differences between a centrifugal and roots supercharger
such as reversion and thermodynamics that could take a long time to explain. With
that said, a simple comparison of the two supercharger styles is the difference
between low-end power which drops off on positive displacement superchargers and
the linear power provided by centrifugal style superchargers which increase
engine rpm. Rather than working against the against the existing power band, the
linear curve from a centrifugal supercharger compliments a motors existing power
band. Another significant benefit of centrifugal superchargers is they have
higher efficiency requiring a smaller amount of work to compress air than a roots
supercharger. Centrifugal superchargers require less energy to make power and the
power created by the supercharger is more usable power.
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Why should I choose a supercharger over a turbocharger?

The biggest difference between a turbocharger and a supercharger is heat. The
biggest enemy of the internal combustion engine is excessive heat. Too much heat
can cause everything from engine detonation which occurs when a piston reaches
top dead center and causes catastrophic engine failure, and premature wear on
engine parts. A turbocharger uses extremely hot exhausts gases to spin the
turbines used for air compression, when you route those hot gases around your
motor, it will significantly raise the temperature under the hood. Another
turbocharging byproduct is the significant increase in exhaust backpressure that
is caused by a turbocharger. This makes it more difficult for exhaust gases to
scavenge from the cylinder head of each compression cycle. It will also lower
your engines overall efficiency. The combination of additional heat and
backpressure forces you to either run lower boost or compensate by pulling timing
in your tune which results in lower horsepower gains.

How will a supercharger impact my vehicles gas mileage?

The impact a supercharger has on your fuel economy is heavily depended on your
driving habits. Many people who install a supercharger tend to develop a heavy
foot due to the joy of driving a car, truck, or SUV with some serious horsepower
and engine response. If you develop a lead foot, your fuel mileage is going to
suffer. Heavy foot aside, under normal freeway driving when your supercharger is



not under boost but is still increasing the efficiency of your motor by forcing
air through normal restrictions like an air filter, you will actually enjoy a
boost in fuel mileage.
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How will an aftermarket supercharger impact the life of my engine?

The longevity of your motor is heavily depended on how well your vehicle is
maintained as well as your personal driving habits. If you maintain your vehicle
properly and not abuse the motor by jamming on the accelerator every chance you
get, your engine life should remain generally unaffected. A stock vehicle will
even show signs of premature aging if not properly maintained and cared for. If
you are running your vehicle in racing and towing conditions on a regular basis,
the motors life will suffer.

A supercharger is simply a larger air pump that will improve the air density and
flow into your engine. While under boost, the additional condensed air will
require additional fuel to enrich the air fuel ratio in your combustion chamber.
If you are experiencing detonation which can be identified by a pinging noise
coming from your motor, it is a good indication that your vehicle is not tuned
properly for the supercharger. Detonation typically results from a lean fuel
condition, too aggressive of a timing curve, or lower octane fuel. If you push a
motor that is experiencing detonation, you risk severe damage and reduced engine
life.

The light produced by HID bulbs
is created by an arc discharge between two closely spaced electrodes. The
discharge created is hermetically sealed inside of a small quartz glass capsule.

The light produced
is more of a white light than the traditional yellow light that incandescent
bulbs of the past produced.

What is Color Temperature?

Color temperature is the color designation for each hue in the light spectrum in
relation to how it's perceived by the human eye. Kelvin is the unit of measure
used for color temperature. A Kelvin is a unit of absolute temperature which is
converted to Lumens which equates to the brightness emitted by the light. The
higher the color temperature, the less helpful the light is at cutting through
darkness leading to lower visibility which is contrary to the popular belief that
higher temperatures mean more brightness.

The first halo headlights introduced by BMW were called Corona Rings. Over the
years, lighting technology has improved drastically allowing halo headlamps to be
utilized as daytime running lights (DRL) as well as evening city lights. Early
halo headlights used halogen bulbs paired with a fiber optic system to transmit
the light throughout the ring channel. This technology was replaced by BMW by
energy-saving LEDs to power the corona ring channel. BMW now integrates their
halo rings into their bi-xenon headlights which is a signature design element
which has server to distinguish BMW cars and SUV’s on the road. Today the
Chevrolet Camaro and Impala both come standard from the manufacturer with
halo-ring headlights equipped.

Types of Halo Headlights

Through the use of resistors to control the current applied to the bulb,
LEDs can emit any combination of colors.
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The multicolor capabilities of LEDs make it possible for one strip of LEDs to
perform multiple functions in an automotive application. They can blink amber for
turn signals, light up white for backup lights, or red for braking. LEDs can also
be timed to either light all bulbs simultaneously as a single unit or
sequentially to create a lighting pattern such as a running turn

Flexible Compactness

LEDs are small and compact which allows them to be made into small, flexible
lighting strips which can be twisted and tweaked into locations that traditional
incandescent lighting would never fit.

How do LEDs Work?

Automotive LEDs are manufactured with two primary components: the LED chip which
produces light and the heat sink which keeps the bulb cool. LEDs convert DC power
and convert it to light. The heat sink captures the heat that dissipates from the
light. While LEDs do produce significantly less heat than traditional
incandescent bulbs, they do produce heat which must be managed.

LED's produce electrical power which excites electrons. When an electron jumps
from one state to another, it produces a small amount of light called a photo.
LEDs essentially cause photons to be produced by continuously exciting electrons
through electrical work. This process differs from a halogen or incandescent bulb
which uses electrical current to heat a filament until it glows.
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How do I find the brightest LED bulbs?

The brightness of an LED bulb is measured in lumens. A lumen is equal to the
amount of light emitted by the bulb per second and is the universal measurement
used to determine a lights brightness. In addition to lumens, another
consideration is how many LED bulbs are used in your application. Generally
speaking, the more LED bulbs, the brighter the light you will receive from the
device.
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What's the difference between warm white and cool white?

White bulbs come in two temperatures. Cool white light generally has a
temperature rating of 5000K and 8000k and produces a light similar to sunlight
and fluorescent light. Warm white has a temperature in the 2500k to 4000k range
and has a color more closely resembling incandescent lighting.
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What is an LED panel?

An LED panel is a circuit board that includes multiple bulbs attached. A lighting
panel replaces a single bulb to provide you with brighter lighting from multiple
LEDs rather than just one.
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My stock headlights are 55w, do I need 55w HIDs?

No. Because HIDs produce their light more efficiently than traditional halogen
bulbs, they require less power to produce the same amount of light. 35w HIDs
produce more than twice the amount of lumens than a 55w halogen bulb depending on
the color temperature you choose. 55w HIDs produce about 40% more light than a
35w HIDs. A 35w HIDs create more than enough light for a low beam application
which makes 55w low beams unnecessary. HIDs are not a good application for high
beams because they take too long to fire up.
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I’m looking for headlights with a slight tint of blue, what’s the best
temperature color for me?

Any HID or LED headlight within a color range of 4300k to 12000k will produce a
shade of blue. We recommend staying in the 5000K range or close to it to get your
slight tint of blue while maintaining a white light and high level of visibility
in the dark. Anything over 6000k will result in reduced visibility and light
while driving in the dark.
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Are HID/Xenon bulbs the same as HIDs?

No, Xenon bulbs are not true HIDs, they are merely halogen bulbs coated blue. HID
bulbs require ballasts to regulate the level of electrical current used in the
bulb to create the light. Coated blue halogen bulbs, especially the ones you find
on eBay, typically do not perform very well and have a short lifespan. To get a
true hyper white look for your lights and get the visibility you require out of
your headlights; we highly recommend you stick to a HID or LED bulb for your
headlights.
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What is a HID relay harness?

Relay harnesses also referred to as dual in/dual out harnesses, are designed to
pull the power for your headlights directly from the vehicles battery rather than
the vehicle's OEM wiring harness. These are a good option when upgrading your
halogen bulb headlights from the manufacturer to HIDs because the factory harness
may not be designed to handle the power requirements of a HID kit. HIDs require
less operating power than halogens. However, they do require a considerable
amount of power when they first ignite. If your wiring harness is designed for
lower power halogen bulbs, you can experience misfires on your HID kit and risk
electrical fires or damage by relying on the lower gauged wires of your factory
harness.



A typical symptom of underpowered HIDs is that only one HID light will turn on.
The factory harness has just enough power to handle the ignition of one light,
but not both. You can typically get around this by turning your lights off and
then back on again quickly, but this is not a good long term or safe option.

Another symptom you may experience with underpowered lights is your HIDs will
flicker when they’re on as the electrical current in your factory harness is not
constant enough to keep them on consistently.
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Can I use HIDs for my high beams?

HIDs are typically not recommended for use on your vehicle's high beam
headlights. The reason for this is due to the delayed firing that HIDs experience
when turning on. High beams are often used to flash on and off quickly, maybe to
warn another driver or increase your visibility temporarily. The delay produced
by HIDs will make this difficult or impossible. We recommend keeping your high
beams as halogens or upgrading them to and LED bulb to match the color of your
HIDs.

If you want to use HIDs for your high beams, you can accomplish that upgrade
through the use of a HID relay harness. If you are already using or plan to use a
relay harness for your low beam headlights, you’ll need a separate harness for
your high beam HIDs.
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What is an error code eliminator?

Modern vehicles have incorporated sophisticated monitoring systems in the
vehicles computer system to warn the driver that your headlight is burned out.
Typically when you upgrade or swap out your factory grade headlights for an
upgraded system, your vehicle's computer system will detect a different in
voltage and turn on the headlight out warning light. An error code eliminator
will tell your vehicles computer system that everything is fine and there is no
need to turn on the warning light.

Kill the Rust

The first step in any automotive paint job is to ensure you have a solid,
rust-free foundation to work from. Rust is the process of steel oxidizing which
generally occurs with unprotected bare metal is exposed to water. Salt also plays
a significant factor in the rusting process. Salty wet roads with quickly turn
sheet metal into swiss cheese.

Rust, if not addressed, will eat away at your vehicle's frame and body. The most
effective and recommended method of addressing rust is to completely cut it out
and replace the removed rusty panels with new sheet metal using various welding
techniques. If the rust is not removed, it will cause ugly bubbling under your
new paint job.



If the rust is minor, there are some liquid rust inhibitor products that can be
used to prevent the rust from spreading. The main ingredient of a rust inhibitor
is phosphoric acid which will convert the iron oxide (rust) into iron phosphate
effectively stopping the oxidation process.

Straighten the Panels

Straightening the panels is the most time-consuming part of the automotive
painting process. While you may be tempted to cut corners and move onto the fun
part of painting quicker, don't. Taking the time to ensure every inch of the body
is straight and smooth and the gaps between doors, fenders, and hoods will result
in a pristine final result that you will admire for years to come. This is the
step where you'll eliminate any dents, deep scratches, and uneven surfaces.

While some panels can be straightened with a hammer and dolly, most of the panels
on your vehicle will require body filler. Perfecting your body filler application
is the most tedious and time-consuming step in the process. It will require
spreading body filler, waiting for it to cure, sanding, and repeating the process
several times until you have a perfectly straight and smooth surface. While the
first couple of layers of body filler can be sanded with a power sander, make
sure you move onto hand block sanding for the final layers.

Blocking

Block Sanding is the most critical step in ensuring straight panels on your car.
A block is used in order to distribute your hand's pressure evenly across the
panel. If you try to finish sand without a block, you'll end up with finger
grooves across the panel. This will result in a wavy panel with peaks and valleys
which will leave you with an undesirable final product.

Blocking generally begins with a course sandpaper of around 180-grit in order to
knock down the high spots. Follow the 180-grit with progressively finer sandpaper
until the panels are smooth and straight. A pro tip is to not look for
straightness in your panel, rather feel for straightness with your hand. "If you
can feel it, it will shot in the paint".
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Mask

Now that you've prepped the vehicle with plenty of elbow grease and patience, the
next step is to mask and tape off every surface of the car that will get painted.
This is another critical step which ensures you don't end up with overspray on
your windshield, motor, dashboard, and leather seats!

Before you being masking and taping, make sure to wipe down the entire surface of
the car to remove all dust and contaminants that may lead to your masking seams
and lines to fail while you're spraying. While you may be tempted to use that old
stack of newspapers for masking, spend the few extra dollars to get some
legitimate masking paper. Newspaper is porous and will allow paint, especially
clearcoats, to bleed through onto the glass and trim underneath.

Another pro tip is to invest in a high-grade masking tape from manufacturers like



3M. Cheap masking tape will allow paint to bleed through and a generally
manufactured with a low-grade adhesive which leaves a sticky residue when
removed. Cheap masking tape can also be extremely challenging to remove as it is
thin and tears easily.

Before moving onto the next step, take the time to ensure that every possible
crevice, panel, and glass that you don't want paint on is well covered and secure
from overspray.

Prime

Now that your rust is removed, panels are straight, and the vehicle is masked
off, it's time to prime! A paint primer will protect the metal by sealing the car
and its bodywork from the paint above ensuring your paint will have a smooth,
consistent surface to bond to. The primer also ensures the different colors of
metal, primer, and filler won't cause any color variations in your base color.
You want to start with a smooth and consistent color surface before applying your
base color. The best primer is a two-part urethane surfacer.

Choosing Your Paint

There are two basic categories of automotive paint, single stage and two stage or
base/clear. In a single stage paint, all of the paints pigment, additives, and
ultraviolet protection are combined into one can and applied to the car. This
method is commonly used on budget paint jobs and does work well if you're looking
for a quick lower quality paint surface.

A two-stage paint is the preferred method for high-end automotive paint jobs and
involved spraying a base color coat followed by a second clear coat. The
two-stage paint has distinct advantages such as protecting the underlying color
pigment by adding ultraviolet blockers in the clearcoat. Additionally, a
two-stage paint application has superior luster. By applying a clear coat over
the base coat, the end paint job has a shinier appearance and is thicker making
the paint more durable and less prone to rock chips and door dings.
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Mix and Spray

There are two different styles of paint guns used to apply auto paint. One is the
classic can-style where the paint is held in a can under the gun. The second is
referred to as an HVLP (high volume low pressure). The HVLP use less air pressure
which results in less waste and overspray. Regardless of the paint gun style you
choose, make sure your air system has a water and o0il separator as well as a
pressure regulator. There is nothing worse than water condensation entering your
airline and ruining your entire paint job requiring you to start all over again
from square one!

The actual process of spraying the paint can take some practice. Using a smooth,
consistent sweeping motion you want to apply the paint in a manner that avoids
high spots and paint runs. An experienced painter will know just how thick to
apply the paint, which areas are more prone to fish eyes and runs, and will
adjust his technique appropriately. As an inexperienced painter, your first step



should be to read the MSDS of your paint to give you a gauge of how the paint was
manufactured to be applied. Experience is key to a consistent result and while
some incredible DIY auto paint jobs have come out of garages, it's important to
remember that patience and practice may be required to get the results you're
hoping for.

Professional paint jobs are done in a controlled environment with expensive
professional grade equipment and paint booths. Paint booths control the
environmental factors from dust and lighting to climate temperature and humidity.
As a DIY painter, don't get down on yourself if your results don't come out
looking like the pro, it's difficult to match years of experience and a $100,000
paint booth!

Protect

Once you've completed the paint application and you've allowed sufficient time
for your paint and clear coats to cure, the next step is to finish off the top
layer with some 2000 grit wet sanding followed by a solid buff and polish. Expect
to spend a good amount of time really bringing out the luster of your paint job
by polishing that top layer.

Now that you have your new paint job gleaming like glass, we recommend protecting
your new paint job with either a wax compound or even better, a ceramic coating.
A ceramic coating such as Ceramic Pro, is a polymer coating that will protect all
of your hard work from even the harshest of elements. After you've invested the
time in money in a new paint job, it's worth its weight in gold to take this one
extra step to protect your investment.

How difficult is it to color match my existing paint?

New cars, trucks, and SUVs come from the factory with a paint code printed on a
label which is generally located underneath the hood or in the sill of the door.
This code is used to specifically identify the manufacturer color that was used
at the factory when the vehicle was made. This code works great if your vehicle
matches the original color exactly. However, this code is generally just a
starting point as there are often slight variations of color during the
manufacturing process and the color of your car is subject to changing slightly
over the years.

When your vehicle is not a perfect match to the color code, our paint technicians
will perform a process called "tinting". Tinting is basically varying the paint
mixture of various color pigments until a match is found. In some cases, tinting
is not enough to get a close enough match. In those cases, the paint tech will
use a blending technique which entails applying small amounts of the new paint
color to the panels around the main area to be painted. Proper blending can make
the difference between a great match and an invisible repair.

Obtaining a proper paint match requires a high level of skill and a great deal of



patience. At Apex Customs, our technicians are certified by the paint
manufacturers to use their advanced computerized paint matching systems.
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How long does a custom automotive paint job or body repair take?

Because every vehicle and every project is unique, there is no standard time
period for a paint and body project. The length of time is generally dependent
upon the extent of any damage, the scope of the project (a hood vs an entire
car), if there are any custom aftermarket parts being added, and how many coats
of paint you are looking to get.

Lowered Suspension Advantages and Disadvantages

There are pros and cons to lowered suspension systems. Some drivers change their
suspension systems so that the vehicle sits lower to the ground. Any kind of
aftermarket suspension system or alteration has its own specific effects on a
vehicle.

Better aerodynamics. With a lowered suspension, there's less air going underneath
the vehicle, and this can create a better outcome for wind drag on a car. That's
why some sportier models sit a bit lower to the ground.

Improved traction and handling. In general, having the vehicle so low to the
ground can increase the grip of the tires on the roadway and improve handling.
However, this is not always the case, as lowering can in some instances cost
handling issues.

Reduced rollover risk. When its center of gravity makes it a rollover risk,
almost any vehicle benefits from lowering. The higher the vehicle sits, the
easier it tips over.

Greater comfort. Some drivers report that they feel better with a lower
suspension. Additional stiffness can be desired in a suspension, and this is one
of the perks that some drivers mention after lowering their suspensions.

Disadvantages of Lowered Suspension

Increased bottoming out. One of the most common problems with lowered suspensions
is that the vehicle can more easily hit the road when it bounces. Speed bumps can
also be problematic. Contact with the ground can cause parts of the underside of
the car to be seriously damaged. The o0il pan and exhaust system are particularly
vulnerable.

Uneven tire wear. In some cases, a lower suspension can cause tires to wear
unevenly, or cause extreme wear patterns. Drivers should look out for this
consequence when altering their suspension in any way.

Potential conflict with other parts. An even more dangerous consequence of a
lowered suspension occurs when elements of the suspension system come into
contact with other vehicle systems. Low suspensions can get caught up in
anti-lock brake apparatus, sway bars, or even with the sidewalls of the tires. An
incorrectly set up suspension can actually chew on tires, causing some serious
potential risks.

Lifting and towing problems. For those who like to use manual jacks to raise a
vehicle for routine maintenance, lowering the suspension can make a simple job a
lot harder. Think about your access needs before shifting your car's frame lower
toward the ground.

All of these are important considerations for vehicle owners who want to mess
around with the suspension system that came direct from the factory. Experts
recommend paying extra for quality shock absorbers and other parts, and avoiding
cheap aftermarket systems that can cause failure or other serious risks on the



road
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Suspension Components
What You Need For A Performance Suspension

When it comes to modifying a vehicle, lowering suspension and ride height is
often the first step many enthusiasts make.

For the best compromise between handling and looks, choose a kit that includes
matched springs and shocks from the same manufacturer, with drops of no more than
half an inch to an inch. This allows the spring rates to be increased with
improved damping rates to match. Kits that include only lowering springs are
cheap but will have spring rates close to factory rates to be compatible with the
factory shocks. What this means is that your suspension is lowered and travel is
reduced, yet there is no increased spring rate or damping force to prevent
bottoming out of the shocks. In the case of a rally suspension or suspension that
will be used on rough, uneven roads, lowering should be avoided at all costs with
attention paid to increased damping and spring rates. Lowered suspensions tend to
work best on smooth roads, while excessively rough roads and uneven surfaces
require near-stock ride height to function properly.

Strut Bar

Strut bars are an automotive suspension enhancement which is used with MacPherson
strut and monocoque or unibody chassis cars. The strut bar provides added
stiffness between the strut towers in order to tighten up suspension and reduce
strut tower flex by tying the strut towers together. By tying the strut towers
together, chassis flex will be reduced when a vehicle is cornering providing
enhanced suspension performance. In order for a strut bar to be effective, it
must be rigid throughout its entire length.

There are a number of aftermarket strut bars available for most cars, trucks, and
SUV’s on the market. An aftermarket performance strut bar is a relatively easy
installation and is a relatively affordable way to tighten up your vehicles
suspension and improve its cornering abilities without requiring expensive
modifications to the stock suspension system.

Sway Bars

Sway bars, also referred to as anti-roll bars and anti-sway bars, are the
component of an automotive suspension that reduces the body roll during fast
cornering. A sway bar connects the left and right wheels on a car, truck, or SUV
together through short lever arms which are then linked by a torsion spring. The
sway bar increases an automotive suspensions resistance to roll adding roll



stiffness.

The purpose of the anti-sway or anti-roll bar is to force each side of your car,
truck, or SUV to rise and lower at similar heights which in turn reduces the
sideways roll or tilting on the vehicle on curves, sharp corners, and large
bumps. By upgrading your stock sway bars with larger aftermarket sway bars, you
will stiffen the vehicles suspension and improve the cornering abilities.
Improved cornering capabilities allows your vehicle to drive faster through
corners which is especially helpful in an automotive race.

Polyurethane Bushings

Suspension bushings are often overlooked by the automotive enthusiasts even
though they are vital to your suspensions performance. By upgrading your stock
suspension bushings to a polyurethane bushing, you can increase tire 1life,
decrease the deflection in your suspension, increase responsiveness, reduce
braking distance, and improve both performance and safety.

Polyurethane has been around for over thirty years however it wasn’t until recent
technological advances that polyurethane became such a powerful material of
suspension bushings. Automotive suspension bushings are one of the most stressed
components on a vehicle. They undergo incredible stress under the most arduous of
conditions that have no lubrication or regular maintenance.

Standard car and truck bushings are manufactured from a rubber compound that is
made out of natural materials that often become soft and pliable under stress. As
the bushings become soft, their ability to handle cornering, bumps, and the
stresses of regular driving are reduced and you end up with a poor performing
suspension. Polyurethane on the other hand is engineered to handle the extreme
stress or a performance vehicle that is pushed to the limits. Poly bushings can
be made 25% to 30% stiffer than standard bushings while maintaining the same
noise absorbing properties.

Springs

Springs are a core component of automotive suspension, they support the weight of
your vehicle which allows it to remain stable during rough driving conditions.
Springs are able to expand and contract absorbing vibrations during dips and
bumps while driving.

There are various types of springs used in automotive suspensions, coil springs
and leaf springs are the most common. In addition to the standard coil and leaf
springs, there are also air spring systems available which allow you to adjust

the ride height of your car, truck or SUV. Coil springs are used in conjunction
with shock absorbers to provide optimal handling, braking, bump damping, and an
overall comfortable ride.

When it comes to improving your suspension with aftermarket parts, coil springs
are usually replaced when you are either lowering or raising your car, truck, or
SUV. Because lowering or 1lifting your vehicle changes the geometry of your
suspension system, larger or shorter coil springs are required. When lowering
your car, shorter springs mean less spring. As a result, lowering spring



manufacturers compensate for the shorter spring by adding thicker coils in a
tighter pattern.

Even if you aren’t looking to lower or lift your vehicle, you can also install
aftermarket springs that offer a stiffer spring quality. By stiffening your
springs, your vehicle will respond better while cornering and braking. The
tradeoff to this performance enhancement is stiffer springs will result in
reduced ride quality when driving over bumps or potholes.
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Coilovers

Coilovers are well known in the aftermarket suspension world. A coilover is
really nothing more than a coil spring over a shock absorber. Other suspension
applications such as leaf springs separate the shock absorber from the spring.
One of the primary benefits of aftermarket coilover systems is they allow for
adjustability of both the coil spring which changes your ride height as well as
the shock absorber’s stiffness. With an adjustable coilover system, you can
change your vehicles suspension from sport mode or comfort mode depending on the
application you’re looking for.

Everything from a sleeve
coilover to a full- bodied race coilover with separate oil canisters for ultimate
adjustability and performance.

The end links for the lowered suspension keeps several of the other components in
place by securing the sway bar or anti-roll bar to the vehicles frame parts.
Suspension end links provide a crucial role in the performance of your vehicle by
minimizing the body lean of your car, truck, or SUV while cornering.

The common failure part of end links are the bushings at the ends of the links.
If you’re putting your vehicle through harsh driving conditions such as an



automotive race, aftermarket bushings will provide enhanced performance through
their durable bushings and strengthened metal shafts. Additionally, if you are
lifting your truck or SUV or lowering your car, adjustable or different sized
sway bar links will be required to accommodate the change is suspension geometry.

Shocks

Shock absorbers are a another critical component to a vehicle's suspension
system. Shock absorbers will absorb the up-and-down of a car, truck, or SUV
whenever it hits a bump or pothole. Beyond just absorbing the impact, shock
absorbers allow the vehicle to maintain maneuverability after it has encountered
the change in surface area. Without shock absorbers, the car, truck, or SUV would
continue to bounce on the coil springs after hitting a bump. Shock absorbers
prevent the energy stored in the springs from being released to the vehicle.
Springs alone are not shock absorbers as they only store, not absorb and
distribute the energy.

Shock absorbers are made in one of two designs, either a twin tube or mono-tube.
A mono-tube shock is manufactured with a single tube that is mounted in an upside
down position which helps reduce the load of the absorbed energy. A twin tube
shock by contrast, is manufactured with an inner tube and outer tube which work
together to absorbed the energy. Thanks to technology advancements, modern shock
absorbers are fitted with velocity hydraulic damping devices to provide increased
speed in the movement of the suspension in order to attain greater resistance.
Hydraulic shocks provide a versatile product which can easily adopt to changing
road conditions which reduce bounce, sway, acceleration squat and brake dive.

Aftermarket shock absorbers are a great enhancement to your automotive suspension
system. The best aftermarket shocks will include adjustability settings that
allow you to change the stiffness of the shock absorption. Stiffer responses in a
shock absorber allow the car to recover quickly after a bump or pothole which
provides improved performance.

Why is the rear of my truck higher than the front?

Most trucks and SUVs these days come with a slight rake from the factory.
Typically they sit two to three inches higher in the rear when unloaded to
prevent the rear from being too low when they are fully loaded. For most
automotive enthusiasts, towing capacity and load are not as much of a priority as
tire clearance, appearance, or performance. Most clients are looking to level the
rake when they choose an aftermarket lift so your truck or SUV appears level in
the front and rear.

Is an alignment required after installing a lift or lowering your car?

How will a lift or lowering kit impact my vehicles stability?

When you lift your truck or SUV or lower your car, you are changing the center of



gravity the vehicle manufacturer intended for the vehicle. As a result, there
will be changes to the vehicles stability. For car lowering kits, you can
typically expect an improvement in your cars stability thanks to the lower center
of gravity. When you lift your truck or SUV you can generally expect the
stability to be reduced due to the higher center of gravity. There are cases when
you can actually improve the stability of your truck or SUV if you install a
moderate 1lift kit combined with taller and wider wheels.

Should I consider changing my vehicle’s axle gears with my lift or lowering kit?

When you change the tire size on your car, truck, or SUV, it will have an impact
on your vehicle’s gear ratios which has a corresponding impact on performance,
fuel economy, and even your speedometer. There is no single, simple answer to
when you need to swap out your axle gears. A general rule of thumb for lifted
vehicles is you can satisfactorily run up to 35” tires with factory gearing. The
lower the gear ratio on your factory truck the better. Lowered cars generally
don’t need gear swaps unless you are looking for a racing application. There are
a variety of aftermarket options for gear swaps for most vehicles if it’s
something you are interested in.

How will a truck or SUV 1lift impact my driveshaft?

Most aftermarket lift kit incorporates driveline corrections into the kit. The
suspension kits will include replacement springs and shims and rear lift blocks
that address the change in driveshaft angle. In some applications, a relocated
differential is required, it needs to be re-timed for proper angle and shaft
spline engagement. Holes and 1lift block pins will be offset to address various
shaft length concerns. If your lift is over 6”, you may need to lengthen your
driveshaft or added a driveshaft spacer.

How much should I 1lift my truck?

Choosing your lift size comes down to a matter of preference. Generally a 2” to
3” 1ift is a good option for improved looks and performance without impacting the
everyday drivability of your truck or SUV. When you 1lift the center of gravity on
your truck or SUV will impact the stability of your vehicle if you go too high.
Most people add a suspension lift in order to add larger tires. The size of tires
you choose and the tire tread on the tires is a good guide for determining the
size of lift you should go with. Another consideration is your budget, 1lift kits
and installation can be expensive so be sure to understand the full cost of your
lift before committing to the purchase.

Although we can wrap any color vehicle, a black base works best for a vehicle
graphics wrap. If you do have a vehicle other than black, we recommend choosing
colors in your graphic design that will compliment that base color of your car,
truck, or van.

What is Vinyl Wrapping?

Vinyl wrapping, also commonly referred to as vehicle wrapping, is the process of
applying pressure-sensitive sheets of vinyl, available in any color or finish, to
your vehicle’s painted surfaces by hand. Vinyl wrapping is one of the newest and
most innovative products to hit the custom automotive world in years. It can be
installed on everything from cars, trucks, and SUVs to boats, trailers, walks
floors, furniture, and even electronics.

Vinyl Wrap (5)

Vinyl wrap is essentially a big sticker or decal that will change the color and
finish of your car, truck, or SUV while at the same time protecting the factory
paint from stone chips, scratches, and fading. Vehicle wraps are designed to be
installed in such a way that it looks identical to car paint, therefore you won’t
be able to tell the difference between a wrapped car and a painted car. The
primary difference between a vinyl wrap and traditional automotive paint is vinyl
wrap is temporary so you can easily change the color and it won’t ruin your



vehicle's residual value or warranties, it’s more affordable, and it takes
significantly less time to install.

Vehicle wrapping results in a protective vinyl covering over the surface of your
vehicle that is 3-4 mils thick which keeps your factory paint job safe from road
debris and weather elements. When you are ready to remove a vehicle wrap, you can
peel the vinyl off the surface of your car and provided you use quality vinyl
materials by 3M or Avery Dennsion; your vehicle's factory paint will appear as it
did the day you applied the vinyl wrap. Retaining your factory paint job is
highly beneficial when you have a leased vehicle, or want to protect your cars
paint to retain the residual value of the car, truck, or SUV when it’s time to
trade it in our sell it.

How is Vinyl Wrap Made?

Vinyl wrap films are made for a few basic raw materials the primary of which is
polyvinylchloride (PVC) polymer. PVS polymer is a plastic that has a relatively
rigid property. When making vinyl wrap, PVC is combined with a plasticizer to
make the film flexible, pigment to create the desired color of the vinyl, heat
stabilizers, fillers, processing aids, and special additives which help the vinyl
to achieve its UV absorber characteristics to improve UV radiation resistance.
The raw materials used in this process change range in their level of quality
which will result in the vinyl wraps durability rating.

Beyond just the raw materials used to manufacture vinyl wrap, the manufacturing
process, as well as the type of plasticizer that is used to create the vinyl
wrap, has the biggest impact on the vinyl’s durability. There are two different
processes that are used to manufacture vinyl wrap, casting and calendaring. Each
of these processes results in a vastly different quality of vinyl film. In
general, the casting process is the preferred method of manufacturing which
results in higher quality films. The plasticizers grade used in the casting
process is what determines the vinyl wraps flexibility. For pressure-sensitive
adhesive films, monomeric or polymeric plasticizers can be used. Polymeric
plasticizer is considered the higher grade material where monomeric is the lower
grade which is also cheaper.

Cast Vinyl Wrap

The Best Vinyl Wrap Available

Cast vinyl wrap is a process of making vinyl wrap that is similar to baking a
cake. The vinyl wrap manufacturing during casting starts with a recipe of
ingredients required to complete the process. The materials are combined and
mixed in a giant bowl in a predetermined order and mixed at a specific speed for
a specific time-period. The results in a consistent vinyl mixture which referred
to an organosol. The organosol is then precisely cast onto a moving web material
referred to as the casting sheet and sent through a series of ovens to evaporate
the solvents in the mixture. As the solvents are evaporated, the resulting
material is a solid film that is then wound up onto large-diameter rolls ready
for adhesive. The type of casting web used determines the texture of the vinyl
wrap film.



Once the vinyl film has completed the manufacturing process, the large sheets of
vinyl are then rolled through a process to apply the adhesive which holds the
vinyl wrap to the surface of the vehicle when applied. In the casting process,
vinyl wrap is cast onto the sheet in a relaxed state which results in good
dimensional stability. The casting process also allows the film to be thin which
helps with the materials conformability properties that are important when
wrapping vinyl over contoured surfaces. Cast vinyl wrap is the best material for
use on cars, trucks, SUVs, recreation vehicles and boats where the goal is to
have a finished product that has a paint-like surface.

Advantages of Cast Vinyl Wrap Film

Cast vinyl wrap films have the best durability due to the raw materials used and
manufacturing process employed in making the film.

Cast vinyl films can be produced in very thin sheets which will help to produce a
conformable product that makes application to surfaces with corrugations and
complex curves possible.

Cast vinyl films typically maintain their color and UV properties better than
other vinyl films.

The manufacturing process used when making cast films allows for small production
runs of special colors.

Casting vinyl wrap results in low shrinkage because the casting sheet rather than
the film itself is pulled through the machine. Because the film hasn’t
experienced stress from pulling during the manufacturing process, the film does
not try to shrink back to its original form when installed.

Step By Step Guide ~ How To Vinyl Wrap

Vinyl Wrap (137)
Step 1: Approach / Inspecting Area / Removal of Vinyl Wrap

The first step in any quality install is good prep and a solid approach. To
properly plan your projects, you must know how much vinyl is necessary to wrap
the part. You will also want to try and remove anything that is blocking you from
wrapping the surface entirely. Knowing how much vinyl you need, where tension
areas are, issues with the paint, etc. are all important things to consider. Once
you have all parts removed such as liners, moldings, handles, etc., it’s time to



get cleaning!

Vinyl Wrap (139)
Step 2: Cleaning & Prep Prior to Vinyl Wrapping

A clean surface/product is by far the most important thing to consider when
wrapping anything. Most surfaces can be cleaned by using a degreaser and then 70%
Isopropyl Alcohol. You will want to make sure the surface that you are wrapping
is smooth to the touch. You would think that the vinyl would cover chips,
scratches, or dirt debris, but it doesn’t. The vinyl contours to any area and if
there are imperfections, they will be visible once the project is completed.

Step 3: Vinyl Wrap Size & Measurements

Once everything is removed and the surface is cleaned, you will want to measure
out a piece of vinyl that fits roughly 4-6 inches longer than the piece that you
are wrapping. If you are skilled, you can trim the vinyl to a smaller size if you
are looking to save money on the vinyl. For starters, it’s easier to work with
more vinyl than less. The vinyl comes in a 60” roll by 25 feet in length. Some
companies will sell less material based on the project but the standard roll is
60” or 5 feet. Most panels on a vehicle are smaller than 60” but there are times
when you have to cut multiple pieces for an oversized hood/roof/trunk.

Vinyl Wrap (120)
Step 4: Laying Vinyl Wrap

Double check that the surface is prepped and clear of dust and debris that might
have been floating around while you were taking measurements. It's easiest to
have a friend with clean hands help pull the backing off the vinyl, but you can
also fold back one of the corners, tack the edge, and pull gently across the
surface if you know what you are doing.

Once the backing is off, the adhesive will be tacky but not 100% tacky until
pressure has been applied. For wide surfaces, it's preferred to work inside out.
Trapped air is your enemy. So you will want to keep your edges lifted so that you
aren’t trapping air as you are squeegeeing. It is recommended that you hold the
vinyl slightly off the surface as you run your squeegee across the surface.

Once you have all the air released and your vinyl is perfectly flat, test your
work by taking a heat gun and go over the area that you just flattened. If any
air is trapped, it will bubble and you can push the air out if the vinyl has air
release. Heating before you make your cuts ensures that you can lift the vinyl
off the vehicle if trapped air is too stubborn to release.

Vinyl Wrap (132)
Step 5: Cutting Vinyl Wrap

First thing to remember when making cuts is that the razor will slice thru paint
very easily, so you want to watch your blade and put it away when not in use.
When the vinyl is laid on the panel, you will want to trim the vinyl to fit the
piece perfectly to the edge or enough to wrap behind it. When wrapping a body
panel, you can use the outer edge of the body line to make the cut so there is
roughly 1/4cm or so to tuck around the edge. This will ensure that you have



enough vinyl to cover the color underneath or in the cracks. Always keep the
blade off the vehicle and only using the edge to run across but not slicing.
Practicing on other parts before wrapping the body paint would be the best idea
if you are unfamiliar with wrapping.

Vinyl Wrap (124)
Step 6: Tucking Vinyl Edges

After all the cuts are made, you will want to tuck all your edges. This process
can make or break a wrap. There are a lot of people that can wrap a flat panel
fast and efficiently, but they lack the quality in wrapping edges nicely. A
proper edge shouldn’t have wrinkles (fingers) and it shouldn’t lift. If there is
too much stretch or tension, the edges will fail.

Vinyl Wrap (122)
Step 7: Post Heat

The final step is a quality post heat over what you’ve just laid, cut, and
tucked. Post heating the surface will make sure that there isn’t too much tension
on any area and will usually show you signs of failure by the vinyl curling up or
failing. On deep pockets and contoured edges, a post heat will help to make sure
that those areas don’t pop when the wrap is exposed to the sun. Clean the surface
after the post heat with some alcohol and inspect your panel!

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Vinyl Wrap Myths

There are a lot of rumors and myths floating around about vinyl wrap so we
figured we would set the record straight. While we can’t address every falsehood
floating around the interwebs, we at least want to address the most frequent we
hear from our clients.

Myth 1: Vinyl Wrap Will Damage Your Paint

False. In reality, vinyl wrap helps protect your paint from the elements and road
debris. Vinyl acts as a protective cover from the sun, ice, salt, dirt, and
anything else your car comes into contact with on a daily basis. When quality
vinyl wrap is used for your installation and uninstalled properly, your paint
will look as good as the day you applied the wrap.

Myth 2: Vinyl Wrapping is too Expensive

False. Vinyl wrap gets a bad wrap when compared to color change options like
PlastiDip in the cost department, however, vehicle wrapping is a bargain when
compared to traditional paint. Vinyl wrap is a far superior product to PlastiDip
and worth every extra penny. A custom paint job will set you back in the $10,000
range if you’re lucky. Vinyl wrap, on the other hand, is more in the $2,500 range
and will help retain the residual value of your car by protecting the factory
paint.

Myth 3: Vinyl Wrap Does Not Last



False. When properly cared for a vinyl wrap can last up to seven years.
PlastiDip, by comparison, has a max life of 2 years. Wraps are very similar to
paint, if you take care of them, they will last. Most people that get a vinyl
wrap want to change the color after a few years anyways, and the beauty of wrap
is a color swap is as simple as pulling and laying a new color.

The lifespan of a vinyl wrap is depended on how it’s used, the quality of vinyl
material you use, and the location of where the car lives most of the time. If
you live in the Phoenix sun and don’t have a garage to hide your ride from the
solar rays, your vehicle wrap won’t last seven years. The same goes for paint
which is a big reason why we get a lot of quote requests for hood and roof wraps
at our Phoenix Arizona shop. However, if you have a garage, live in a cooler
climate, and keep your wrap clean and maintained, then your vehicle wrap will
last its full life span.

Another factor to keep in mind is the finish you choose for your vinyl wrap. A
matte vinyl wrap is not going to last as long as a gloss vinyl which has a
protective clear coat on the top layer of the vinyl material.

Myth 4: Vinyl Wrap is Difficult to Remove

False. When quality vinyl wrap material like 3M or Avery Dennison are used, and
your vinyl is installed properly, vehicle wraps are very easy to remove without
damage to your factory paint. While we always recommend vehicle wraps get removed
by a trained professional, you can remove the vinyl yourself.

Hand Car Wash - When it’s time to clean your vinyl wrapped car, truck, SUV or
motorcycle, Apex recommends hand washing with quality automotive cleaning
products. You can treat your wrap like paint, but AVOID using compounds and
swirl/scratch removers at all costs.

Waterless Car Wash - Apex also recommends using a product like a waterless wash
to maintain your cars vinyl wrap between major washes.

Vinyl Wrapping and Microfiber

Apex highly recommends using microfiber towels when cleaning and drying your
vinyl wrapped car, truck, or motorcycle to prevent scratches to the vinyl wrap.
Keep an extra microfiber towel lying around for the unexpected shine up!

Fold each microfiber towels in half twice before use on the vinyl. This will give
you 8 clean pads to carry out your cleaning operation on your wrap.



Spray the first microfiber towel with a waterless car wash to pre-wet, and then
lightly spray the surface of the vehicle's vinyl wrap to be cleaned. Clean only
one section of the car, truck, or motorcycle at a time.

Wipe over the section of the vehicles vinyl wrapped surface with the microfiber
towel pre-sprayed with the waterless car wash. Any motion circular or linear will
work just fine.

Once you’ve applied the waterless car wash and gently covered the section of the
vehicle simply grab a clean microfiber towel and gently buff off leaving a
brilliant long lasting luster.

Vinyl Wrap (52)
Vinyl Wrap Automated Car Washes

Brush-type car or truck washes are NOT recommended on a vinyl wrapped vehicle as
they can scratch the film, cause edges to lift or chip, and dull the film’s
appearance. Brushless car washes are acceptable for vinyl wrap.

Vinyl Wrap (118)
Vinyl Wrap and Pressure Washing

Although hand washing is the preferred cleaning method for vehicle wraps,
pressure washing may be used only under these conditions.

Ensure the water pressure is kept below 2000 psi (14 MPa).

Keep water temperature below 80°C (180°F).

Use a spray nozzle with a 40-degree wide angle spray pattern.

Keep the nozzle at least 1 foot (300 mm) away from and perpendicular (at 90
degrees) to the car.

Important Note! Holding the nozzle of a pressure washer at an angle to the
graphic may lift the edges of the film.

Vinyl Wrap (133)
Vinyl Wrapping & Difficult Contaminants

Often difficult contaminants on your vinyl wrap such as bug splatter, bird
droppings, tree sap and similar contaminants by soaking them for several minutes
with very hot, soapy water. Rinse your car, truck or motorcycle thoroughly and
dry. If further cleaning is needed on the vinyl wrap, test one of these products
in an inconspicuous area to ensure no damage to the wrap film: Meguiar’s Gold
Class Bug and Tar Remover or 3M Citrus Base Cleaner. Isopropyl alcohol (IPA) (two
parts IPA to 1 part water) or denatured alcohol may also help. Spot clean the
contaminants. Do not use rough scrubbing, dirty or abrasive tools, which will
scratch the film. Wash and rinse off all residue on your vinyl wrapped vehicle
immediately.

Vinyl Wrap (126)
Automotive Vinyl Wrap & Fuel Spills

If any fuel finds its way onto your car, truck, or motorcycle, wipe it off



immediately to avoid degrading the vinyl wrap and adhesive. Then wash, rinse and
dry the vehicle as soon as possible.

Is a vehicle vinyl wrap permanent?

A complete vinyl wrap can typically last for 5-7 years depending on the material
used and conditions in which the car is driven and stored. The vinyl film can be
removed completely without leaving any adhesive residue, returning the car to its
original color and condition.

Vinyl Wrap (72)
How long will my vinyl wrap last?

That depends on the application. If you park in a garage and your car isn't
exposed to sunlight on a regular basis, the wrap could be good indefinitely
however, typical vehicle wraps are good for 5-7 years.

How to Chose New Wheels For Your Ride

Upgrading your factory wheels to a fresh set of aftermarket alloys is one of the
best automotive upgrades you can invest in. Wheels, also referred to as Rims,
have a significant impact on the overall appearance and performance of your
vehicle. Available in a wide range of colors, sizes, patterns, materials, and
performance characteristics, purchasing a new set of wheels can feel like a
daunting task. Before you make any final decisions, here are a few key factors to
consider while comparing your options.

Wheels vs Rims

There is some confusion in the automotive aftermarket world on what a rim
actually is. Many automotive enthusiasts use the term rim interchangeably with
wheel. However, there is a difference between a rim and a wheel and it’s
important to understand the difference while shopping for new wheels to avoid any
mistakes in your purchase. Understanding the difference between a wheel and a
rim, how they factor into a single piece vs multi-piece wheels, and the best way
to match rims with your tires is an important first step in a successful wheel
upgrade.

Wheels Tires (1)-min

What is a Rim?

A rim is the outer edge of a wheel which holds the tire in place allowing it to
rotate with the remaining hub and spokes of the wheel. The rim is connected to
the wheel hub assembly by the spokes of the wheel. Although many car and truck
enthusiasts call the entire wheel assembly a rim as a catchall phrase, the rim is
technically only the outer edge component of the wheel.

Single-Piece vs Multi-Piece

Wheels are available in single-piece and multi-piece designs. Multi-piece wheels
are manufactured as separate pieces, such as the rim, spokes, and hub, and
assembled into a single wheel. Single piece wheel designs are manufactured by
casting the rim, hub, and spokes together. While single piece wheels tend to cost
less than their multi-piece counterparts, they require a complete wheel
replacement if any damage occurs. In contracts, multi-piece wheels can be
repaired by just replacing one of the components that make up the wheel.

Matching Rims with Tires

The best way to purchase new rims is to match them with a new set of performance
tires that will compliment your new wheels. If you’re changing your wheel size,
like upgrading to a 22” rim from a 19” rim, a wheel and tire package is your best
approach. Yovehicle'sles wheel diameter and width must match the inside rim of
the tire. If you’re not planning on upgrading your tires, be sure to match your
new wheels within your existing tire dimensions.

Wheel & Tire Size

Most car enthusiasts are looking to upgrade their wheels while retaining the same
overall diameter the of the wheel to prevent any rubbing or suspension issues.
This is accomplished by fitting your larger wheels to a tire with shorter
sidewalls. A small sidewall tire on a large wheel is a look many enthusiasts
prefer, however, keep in mind that a shorter sidewall will impact your vehicle's
ride. Shorter sidewalls equate to less shock absorption when driving over cracks
and bumps in the road.

When it comes to choosing a wheel size, bigger isn’t always better. There is a
trend in the aftermarket world to always go bigger, some even take it to the
extreme with 26” or bigger wheels. Before you make the decision to go with a
larger wheel, there a few things that you need to take into consideration. Larger
wheels do look great, but they can have a significant negative impact on your
ride quality and car’s performance. Larger wheels mean less shock absorption in
the tire so be prepared to feel bumps and speed humps. Additionally, and more
importantly to anyone the is concerned with vehicle performance, larger wheels
result in higher un-sprung weight. Un-sprung weight is a serious detriment to the
performance of your vehicle as it causes the motor and suspension system to work
harder to rotate the wheels and tires. The result is reduced performance, lower
gas mileage, and increased wear on the suspension components.

Wheels Tires (5)-min-min

Choosing wider wheels has its benefits if your wheel well is larger enough to
accommodate the increased diameter. Wider wheels will allow you to use wider
tires which offer your vehicle more rubber on the road for better traction. Think
of drag racers and their huge tires at the back, more rubber on the road will
help you transfer more power to the road surface. There are several ways to
accommodate wider wheels including suspension modifications however, be sure to
factor in the size of your wheel well before making and wheel and tire purchasing
decisions.

Plus Sizing Wheels & Tires

Increasing the size of your wheel and rim’s diameter and width in addition to
adding a tire with a shorter sidewall is referred to as plus sizing. Here is a
table that illustrates an example of plus sizing which will result in more
noticeable wheels while enhancing performance.

Plus Size Wheel Diameter Wheel Width
Original 16" 7"

Plus One 17" 7.5"

Plus Two 18" 8"

Plus Three 19" 9"



Measuring Backspacing

Backspacing size is a critical measurement that you’ll need to know when
selecting new wheels. Wheel backspacing is measured from the back edge of the
wheel to the mounting surface in the middle. It’s essentially the distance
between the mounting hub and the outer edge of the wheel. Backspacing size will
vary depending on your offset. When there is no offset, the mounting surface of
the hub will be even with the centerline of the wheel. Positive offset refers to
when the mounting surface is closer to the front of the wheel. Negative offset,
by contrast, is when the mounting surface is closer to the back of the wheel.

Understanding Maximum Load

All wheels have a maximum weight load they can handle. It's critically important
to ensure your new wheels are rated to handle the load of your car, truck, or
SUV. In order to determine the exact weight load of your tire, multiply the
max-weight that is advertised by the manufacturer by four to get the total weight
handling of your wheels. For example, if each of your wheel’s load rating is
3,500 1lbs, the total load rating for your vehicle would by 14,000 lbs.

Determining Bolt Pattern Measurements

Wheel bolt patterns are determined by two things, the number of bolt holes on the
wheel and the distance between each bolt. For example, a bolt pattern of 6 x 5.5
equates to a wheel with six holes which are 5.5” apart from each other. The
measurement is made across the center of the wheel with the exception of a 5-1lug
pattern where the measurement is made from the back of the lug hole to the center
of the lug hole on the opposite side.
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Performance Tires

How to Choose the Proper Tire

Choosing the correct tires for your car, truck, or SUV can be a challenging
process with the massive selection available on the market these days. If you
choose the wrong tire for your application, you will reduce the performance
capabilities of your vehicle and potentially put you in danger in bad weather.
When you are looking for a new set of tires, you want to start with determining
the intended application for your vehicle.

There are three main categories of tires: summer, winter, and all-season. The
average consumer will purchase an all-season tire to keep costs down so they
don’t have to pay for a summer tire set and a winter tire set. While this
approach can provide you a decent, well-rounded performance all year long, there
are substantial differences in the needs of a performance tire on the hot
pavement vs the icy roads.
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Summer performance tires will deliver substantial improvements in handling and
dry/wet braking, but they have terrible traction on the snow and ice. Most
racecars run on tires that have little to no threads, they have soft flat rubber



that will hug the pavement around corners and give you the traction you need when
you punch the accelerator. Contrast that to the wet, slippery roads of winter.
Imagine trying to drive down a wet or icy road on a set of racing slicks.

Winter tires, by contrast, provide you outstanding snow traction but have poor
performance when braking or taking hard turns on clear roads. Winter tires tend
to have more aggressive treads which are great for handling rain, snow, and ice,
but perform poorly in performance applications. The greater the contact surface
with the road, the better the tires will grip the road. Aggressive treads reduce
the contact surface of the tire to the pavement which is beneficial in winter,
but determinantal in summer.

Reading Tire Size

The first step in looking for new tires is determining the size of your existing
tires so you know where to start in the shopping process. Reading your tires size
can be a bit cryptic at first glance, but it's actually fairly straight forward
once you have the key to what all the numbers mean. Here is a brief guide to walk
you through the process.
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Wheel Diameter

The wheel diameter measurement signifies the size of wheel the tire will fit on.
The size of the wheel is measured across from one end to the other. A size
P215/65 R15 tire would fit a 15” diameter wheel. Standard tire sizes, which are
measured by width in inches are: 8, 10, 12, 13, 14, 15, 17, 18, 19, 20, 22, 23,
24, 26, and 28.
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Tire Construction

The construction of a tire is designated by the letter which follows the
two-digit aspect ratio. The tire construction designates how the tire is built.
Almost every tire sold in the US today is a radial tire which is designated by an
R. A radial tire is constructed by the internal body plies of the tire radiating
outward from the center. A D represents a bias ply construction which means the
internal body plies crisscross in a diagonal pattern in the tire. A B stands for
belted tires which refers to internal plies which crisscross similar to a bias
ply tire but also include an additional extra layer of reinforced belts in the
tread area.
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Tire Type

Tire Type is designated by a letter at the beginning of the tire size reading
stamped on the side of your tire. There are several letter possibilities
designating different tire sizes. Here is an explanation of each letter
possibility:

P = P-Metric which are the most common type of passenger tire. The P stands for a



passenger vehicle which means your tires were manufactured to be used on
passenger cars, minivans, light-duty trucks, and SUVs. (Example: P215/65R17 98T)
LT = Light Truck which are typically found on vehicles that tow which are used to
carry heavy loads and tow trailers. LT tires are typically found on SUVs, vans,
and medium and heavy duty trucks with a % to to 1-ton capacity. (Example:
LT235/75R15 104/101S/C)

T = Temporary Spare which designates the tire is a temporary spare. These tires
are also referred to as mini spares and are designed for short-term use only to
get you to a repair shop in the case your tire gets a flat. (Example: T145/70R17
106M)

C = Commercial which are tires designated for commercial applications such as
vans and delivery trucks capable of carrying heavy loads. Commercial tires are
also branded with a load range and service description rating such as B, C, or D.
(Example: 31x10.50R15/ C109R)

Blank = Metric / Euro Metric. When there is no letter in front of the tire size
stamp, it designates the tires was made in Europe. Euro-Metric tire sizes are
equivalent to P-Metrix sizes however, they have subtle differences in their
capabilities and load ratings.
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Tire Width

The tire width measurement is the tire width from sidewall to sidewall. The first
three digits in the number refers to the width of your tires. For example, if
your tire reads P215/65 R15, the width of your tire would be 215 millimeters.
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Tire Aspect Ratio

The tire aspect ratio is the ratio of the height of the tire’s cross-section to
its width. The aspect ratio is a two-digit number which is after the slash mark
of the tire’s size. For example, a P215/65 R15 tire, the 65 designates that the
height of the tire is 65% of the width of the tire. The larger the aspect ratio,
the larger the sidewall of the tire will be.
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Tire Speed Rating

The speed rating in the tire measurement designates the top speed at which the
tire is rated at. A tire with an H-speed rating for example, has a speed rating
of 130 mph. Performance tires typically have a rating of Z which designates a
speed rating of 149+ miles per hour.
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What Style of Tire Do I Need?

When deciding what kind of tire to purchase, tire manufacturers have made it
relatively easy by categorizing tires by their intended use. Once you know what
size tire you need for your application, the next step is to determine the style
of tire you’ll need for your intended application. Below is a list of the
different tire categories to help you understand the benefits of that each
offers.



All Season Tires: Intended for use year-round, all-season tire attempt to
incorporate the benefits of summer tires with winter tires. The typically come
with S or T speed ratings and are good for all-weather grip. They are manufacture
red to last a long time and are available for almost any mainstream car, truck or
SUV. An all-season tire won’t provide you high performance in winter or summer
applications and is typically not recommended for the true automotive enthusiast.

Performance All-Season Tires: There is a relatively newer style of tire available
on the market that is available on newer sporty vehicles as an upgrade package.
These tires are similar to their regular all-season counterparts however, they
come with higher H and V speed ratings and tend to have improved cornering grip
that S and T speed rated tires. Performance all-season tires tend to wear faster
than their non-performance counterpart due to the softer compounds used for
improved performance.
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Ultra-High Performance All-Season and Summer Tires: Ultra-High performance tires
typically come with Z, W, and Y speed ratings and are intended for performance
sedans and sports cars. Differentiating between a summer tire and an all-season
tire can be challenging and may require researching more details about the tire
details. Summer tires typically do not have mud and snow designations on the
sidewall.

All-Terrain Truck Tires: All-Terrain tires typically are available in large sizes
and are developed for towing and hauling duties. These tires are generally found
on light-duty pickups and SUVs and come with more aggress tread patterns for
off-road traction. All-Terrain tires general have “All-Terrain” or “A/T” stamped
on the sidewall.

Snow & Winter Tires: Snow tires are manufactured to provide improved traction
when encountering snowy and icy roads. Snow tires are identified by a snowflake
and mountain symbol stamped on the sidewall of the tire. The tread is generally
more aggressive than all-season tires with lots of sipes or slits on the tires.
Any time you are installing snow tires on your vehicle, you should always do so
in a set of 4 to optimize your braking and handling.
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Wheel & Tire Q&A
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When should I replace my tires?

You should replace your tires when the tread on your tires have become too worn.
Treads allow your vehicle to stop safely, so it’s important to replace your tires
when the treads have become too low. Although many people will recommend that
tires should be replaced when 2/32nds of an inch is left on the tread, there have
been several studies that suggest that on a dry road surface, tires with 4/32nds
of tread or less will take a longer distance to bring the vehicle to stop. In wet
conditions, your tires have a higher chance of losing traction and an increased
risk of hydroplaning. Similarly, it’s recommended that tires should be replaced
at 6/32nds an inch of tread to avoid reduced traction.

However, age should also be a consideration when replacing tires, as the
materials used in production can break down over time. Tires should be regularly



inspected for signs of aging. Although minimum industry guidelines recommend
inspecting tires every six years and completely replacing them within a decade,
most drivers will wear out their tires before this.
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Do I need to use spacers or adapters when installing aftermarket tires?

Using spacers or adapters can mean that the wheel you are trying to install does
not fit your vehicle. This can lead to a poor ride while wearing on suspension
parts. Unless you get the advice of a professional, the use of spacers or
adapters is often not recommended.
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What’s the best way to clean my wheels?

Mild soap and water are sufficient for cleaning wheels, but you should avoid
spraying cold water on hot tires. While it can be tempting to use stronger
cleaners to get rid of grime, these often have harsh abrasives that can lead to
surface corrosion. After cleaning, you can apply a non-abrasive wax on
chrome-plated wheels.
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What is the proper inflations for my tires?

Proper tire inflation can ensure that your tires allow for the best fuel economy.
You should frequently check cool tires with an accurate tire pressure gauge to
ensure optimum tire performance and maintain the tire pressure level recommended
by your vehicle manufacturer on the vehicle placard or in the Owner’s Manual.
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After buying new wheels, can I use my Original Equipment hardware?

If your new wheels were packaged with hardware, it is recommended that you only
use that hardware with your new vehicles. However, you should keep a set of your
original lug nuts or bolts in your vehicle in case you ever need to mount your
spare wheel and tire.

One Piece cast aluminum

This is the most commonly sold aftermarket wheel, as it allows for the most
variety in styling, sizes, and finishes. They can be painted, polished, machined,
or chrome plated. While the backspace/offsets are fixed in the mold, 1 piece cast
aluminum wheels offer a reasonable weight savings over steel and steel/composite
wheels.

Two Piece cast aluminum

Also referred to as Billet Wheels, these wheels are made of a rim and a center
that are welded together to allow for a variation in the backspace/offset. While
finishing is limited to painting, machining, or polishing, these wheels tend to

typically be stronger.

Three Piece aluminum



3 piece alumni wheels are also known as a Modular wheel. The wheel is made up of
a center that is sandwiched between front rim section and a rear section with
bolts or rivets securing them together. While styling is limited, the finishing
choices are similar to the 1 piece cast aluminum.

Steel Wheels

Steel wheels have a steel outer/rim and a steel center. Chrome plating and
painting are easier to apply on steel wheels.

Forged

These wheels consist of a steel rim and a cast aluminum center, cast with steel
cleats or inserts on the outer edges. Steel/composite wheels are offered
primarily with a chrome plating and offer more possibilities of styling in the
center.

Forged wheels have the lightest weight, but the styling options are limited.
Forged wheels can be painted, machined, polished, or chrome plated. Because these
wheels tend to have higher tooling and manufacturing costs, the sizes offered may
be limited.

Steel/Composite

These wheels consist of a steel rim and a cast aluminum center, cast with steel
cleats or inserts on the outer edges. Steel/composite wheels are offered
primarily with a chrome plating and offer more possibilities of styling in the
center.

Forged

Forged wheels have the lightest weight, but the styling options are limited.
Forged wheels can be painted, machined, polished, or chrome plated. Because these
wheels tend to have higher tooling and manufacturing costs, the sizes offered may
be limited.
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What Type of Brake Fluid Should I Use?

There are three types of brake fluid available for use in your vehicle: DOT 3,
DOT 3, and DOT 5. DOT 3 and DOT 4 are the preferred brake fluids for
high-performance. In any high-performance application, like a race, your braking
system will be put to the test by high temperatures from the constant braking.
DOT 3 and 4 are available in a wide variety of formulations and performance
characteristics. Typically, DOT 3 fluids are less expensive than DOT 4 and don’t
have the same performance characteristics. DOT 5 brake fluids are silicon based
and don’t perform well in performance applications due to their expansion and
compressibility which will leave your brake pedal soft and spongy. DOT 5 is
formulated to not be corrosive which makes it a good fluid for preserving class
cars.
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How Much Better Will My Braking Be with A Performance Brake Package?



The braking systems that are installed by the factory on most Cars, Trucks, and
SUVs typically work well enough for average daily street driving and occasional
60 to © stopping. However, if you do any racing events, you will most likely push
the stock braking system beyond its capabilities. If you are an aggressive
driver, or install any performance parts on your engine, you can also quickly
overwhelm factory braking systems. Upgrading to a big brake kit will provide your
braking system more stopping power with its larger surface area as well as
increased heat capacity which will substantially reduce your braking system fade
and caliper distortion. The result will be a firmer pedal through your race or
aggressive driving due to stiffer and stronger components as well as better
modulation characters.

Just in case an apocalyptic event occurs and you happen to be in your
Tesla driving in autopilot mode.

The electrical system and drivetrain are warranted for 8 years, with no mileage
limits. Despite the steep price of entry, the Tesla Model S is value for money.
